•	 Surfing – with 13 Blue Flag beaches in the county, Donegal is perfect 
for the beginner and more advanced surfer.

•	 Revel in the unspoiled scenery on horseback across Atlantic beaches, 
moors, mountains, and forest trails.

•	 Visit Glenveagh National Park and Castle just 70 minutes’ drive 
from the castle, which boasts the largest herd of Red Deer in Ireland 
and has reintroduced the Golden Eagle to Irish Shores.

•	 Enjoy shopping and experience the nightlife of Donegal Town 
located only 10 minutes away. Make a special stop at Magee’s and 
Irish House stores and learn how the legendary Donegal Tweed  
is made.
